FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE REPRESENTATIONS 

The FTC’s Franchise Rule permits a franchisor to provide information about the actual or potential 
financial performance of its franchised and/or franchisor-owned outlets, if there is a reasonable basis for 
the information, and if the information is included in the disclosure document. Financial performance

The sales figures listed below are Gross Sales data derived from historical operating results of the 
Dryer Vent Wizard® businesses indicated for the time periods covered. We obtained these sales figures 
from information provided to us by our franchisees for the period from January 1, 2025 through December 
31, 2025 (the “Reporting Period”). Franchisees are not required to use generally accepted accounting 
principles when reporting these figures. 

As of December 31, 2025, there were 163 Dryer Vent Wizard® businesses in operation in the 
United States, all of which were franchised businesses. Tables A-1, A-2, and B of this Item 19 include data 
from a total of 154 franchised businesses, which were all in operation and reporting sales for the entire 
Reporting Period (the “Reporting Businesses”). Table A-1 of this Item 19 includes data from a total of 73 
Reporting Businesses, which were all operated by single-unit franchisees. Table A-2 of this Item 19 
includes data from a total of 31 franchisees (operating a total of 81 franchised businesses), 19 of whom 
operated 2 Reporting Businesses each, 6 of whom operated 3 Reporting Businesses each, 5 of whom 
operated 4 Reporting Businesses each, and 1 of whom operated 5 Reporting Businesses. Table B of this 
Item 19 includes data from the 154 Reporting Businesses. The information provided in Tables A-1, A-2 
and B of this Item 19 does not include data from 8 franchised businesses that opened during the year 2025.  
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Table C of this Item 19 includes the annual systemwide Gross Sales data for the last two years, as 
reported by franchised businesses in operation during any part of the Reporting Period. For 2025, Table B 
includes data from 173 franchised businesses (including the Reporting Businesses) plus the following 
additional franchised businesses that operated and reported sales at any point during the year 2025 (i) 8 
franchised businesses that opened during the year 2025, and (iii) 10 franchised businesses that closed during 
the year 2025.  

Ten franchised businesses closed during the 2025 fiscal year, and so they did not report data to us 
for the entire Reporting Period and therefore their data is also excluded from this Item 19. Of the ten 
businesses that closed during the fiscal year 2025, zero businesses closed after being open for less than 12 
months. 

All of the franchised businesses are comparable to the franchised businesses offered by this 
disclosure document and offered substantially the same services to the public. We did not operate any of 
the businesses.

Gross Sales exclude sales taxes collected from customers and paid to the appropriate taxing 
authority and any other bona fide refunds, rebates or discounts that we authorize in writing. Gross Sales 
also exclude sales from any Excluded Services (as defined in a mutually executed Excluded Services 
Addendum (see Schedule I to the Franchise Agreement).
